A Community’s Heritage: 
The chosen Heritage award theme is ‘Leritaz en Kominote’ or A Community’s Heritage, whereby participants are free to research any tangible or intangible aspect(s) of their community; namely any past of development, historical sites, interesting figures or past events that characterize their community.
Important to note is that the term community can be explored thoroughly and participants do not have to restrict their research solely at district level. Under the chosen theme, even sub-districts, neighbourhoods, notorious families, religious organizations, or any other forms of affiliation or grouping that can be termed as a community can be taken up as a topic. However, the link between the topic and the theme must always be clearly established.

Rules and regulation: 

All:

· Show evidence of the use of research methodology (the archives, other cultural institutions and field research)
· Include the following: photographs, interviews, diagrams, maps, statistics, etc depending on the content of the project
· Have a high standard of language accuracy in any of the three national languages in both oral and written form
· Prize winning works will remain the property of the Seychelles Heritage Foundation and it will have the rights of reproduction.
· Entries should not have been previously un-exhibited, the original work of the participant must have been produced during the year 2019
· Entries should be signed by the participant as a certification of an original work.
· All projects will be judged by a panel of people who have a particular interest in the promotion of Seychelles history
· Entries should be neatly presented or\framed.
· Entries must be the original creation of the participants

Eligibility:

Participation is open to members of heritage clubs in both state and private schools.

Category:
· Primary school

· Secondary school

Number of participation:

Projects could be done individually or through collaborative work. Each club can participate with one or more projects but not exceeding three (3) per school.

Registration of projects:

All heritage clubs will have to complete a Project Registration forms for each project and forward to the Heritage Education & Communication Unit at SHF office.
